What excites you? What gets your heart pumping? Many 
people get excited about the latest movie release or a 
sports team victory. Others get excited by what is  
happening in the political world. But what excites us as 
Christians? As believers in Christ - what gets our hearts 
pumping? 
 
God’s word has so many wonderful teachings. The  
teaching of salvation by God’s grace through faith in Jesus 
Christ should thrill anyone.

1 Peter 4:17 tells us that the end is near. So, what should we do? Peter tells us to be alert and 
to pray. Christ’s second coming should affect how we pray. We should be praying for our 
neighbors, for our family, for other church members, and for our world leaders. 
 
How else does Christ’s soon return affect us? Does it get us excited? Does it affect how we live 
day to day? John gives us some advice in 1 John 2:28. “And now, dear children, continue in 
Him (Jesus), so that when He appears we may be confident and unashamed before Him at his 
coming.” John counsels us, as we get closer to Christ’s return, on how to live. Notice - John 
doesn’t say to become fixated on popes and presidents. He doesn’t tell us to panic. He doesn’t 
tell us to map out exactly what will happen before the end. He simply counsels us to stay 
connected to Jesus Christ. Because Christ and His grace are our only hope all the way to the 
end. 
 
The Second Coming of Christ is good news and certainly gets us excited. If you would like to 
know more about this amazing teaching and soon-coming reality, join us starting October 11 
at 7 p.m. for The Appearing. Shawn Boonstra, from the Voice of Prophecy, shares exciting 
stories as he studies what God’s word has to say about Jesus soon Appearing. I hope you will 
plan to attend this exciting event starting Thursday evening (October 11) at 7 p.m. and 
continuing each evening at 7 p.m. through October 15.

Bring Ben to Church

We’re in the early stages of our 20/20 Vision Plan to remove the 

balance due on the new addition and remodel the sanctuary by 

2020. A key portion of this plan is to have 13 “Bring Ben” Sabbaths 

during this time. The goal is for at least 100 families, members or 

guests to bring $100 on those days for 20/20 Vision. This is the plan – but how is it going? 

How many have been “Bringing Ben” so far? 

31 - Bring Ben 1/December 2017 

40 - Bring Ben 2/February 2018 

26 - Bring Ben 3/April 2018 

74 - Bring Ben 4/August 2018 

You’ll never convince me that there are not 100 of us who can “Bring Ben” every single time! I 

believe you’ll have to agree. We haven’t achieved that goal yet, but we’re getting closer with 

the 74 for “Bring Ben” number 4! So, let’s do it – what do you say? And what has resulted 

from “Bring Ben” so far?  

$10,600.00 - Bring Ben 1/December 2017  

$ 7,200.00 - Bring Ben 2/February 2018  

$ 6,900.00 - Bring Ben 3/April 2018  

$12,800.00 - Bring Ben 4/August 2018  

$37,500.00 = Total Bring Ben Offerings to Date 

This is an average of $9,375 per time – short of the $10,000.00 per time goal, but not much! 

We’re close – so let’s go ahead and move up to the full $10,000 level each time. 

Does this mean that EVERYONE can “Bring Ben” and that anything less than “Ben” is 

unacceptable? Of course not! The majority of the congregation is bringing less than “Ben” and 

every contribution is valuable and helps achieve our 20/20 objective. 
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
