Heôs grown up to 
be a fine young man. 
 Well, when he flew in from Ari-
zona to witness my daughterôs grad-
uation from Shenandoah Valley 
Academy, he told a story I found 
interesting. If I remember it correct-
ly, while in boot camp, they were 
always supposed to keep their ñwall 
lockersò locked for room inspection. 
The thing is, Eric always kept his 

wall locker immaculate so he would 
routinely leave it unlocked in hopes 
that the brass would notice how 
clean and neat it was. And sure 
enough, one day when he came back 
to his room after inspection he had 
been written up. There was a note on 
his door that said, ñYour wall locker 
is supposed to remain locked for 
room inspection. . . . Looks good 
though.ò 
 That got me to thinking. Do 
most of us want the closets in our 
lives examined? Do we have any 
skeletons in our closet? Are our clos-
ets the place where we hide every-
thing we donôt want others to see?

If you left your wall 
locker unlocked and the brass looked 
in, would they find everything neat 
and in order or would they find a 
place where everything was shoved 
that you didnôt want anyone to see? I 
ask that because the Brass we serve, 
the God of Heaven, doesnôt need a 
key. He seeôs everything in your 
heart and knows every thought. May 
each of us live our lives such that if 
people start poking around in our 
closets, they will find everything 
neat and in order.
