SPORTING SCHOOLS

Funded by the Australian Sports Commission, eligible
schools are awarded grants to be used towards
bringing a Sporting Schools Program to their school
fora term.

OzSquash is the Squash offering within the Sporting
Schools Program and is founded on the importance of
nurturing a lifelong love of sport within young
children.

OzSquash is a 5 week program designed to engage
juniors with the sport of Squash through fun drills and
games. The program is able to be run in both schools
and on court.

0OzSquash can be either teacher run or run by an
external coach. Teachers can become Foundation
LevelCoaches through the eLearning Portal and
receive OzSquash equipment free of charge.

State and Territory Squash Associations will assign
external coaches to bookings if that format is
selected.
