The ñking of the north:ò 
 

In Lesson One we discovered that the ñlittle 

hornò of Daniel 8 was an antichrist ñking.ò  
 

1. He was arrogant and oppressive, then 

persecuted Godôs people, called His 

ñhost.ò (vs 10) 
 

2. He egotistically made himself equal with 

Christ (the ñPrinceò of that ñhostò).  
(vs 11) 

 



 

3. He took away the ñdailyò ï depicted as the 

true Sabbath (vs 11) ï and ñset upò a false 

sabbath. (vs 12) 

4. He destroyed the ñplaceò or the real 

meaning of Godôs church! (vs 11) 

5. He cast truth to the ground. (vs 12) 

6. At the very end, its last leader  

  (called a ñkingò) becomes  

deceptive and fierce. (vs 23) 
 

That was the introduction to ñthe king,ò who  

is now called the ñking of the northò here in 

chapter 11.                                       Continuing: 
 



 

7. At the very ñend,ò he will even try to 

destroy Godôs ñholy peopleò (with a  

death decree). (vs 24)  

8. Yet, with great pride, he will operate with 

a ñpeacefulò image. (vs 25) 

9. His sense of power will finally cause him  

to oppose the ñPrince of princesò (Jesus 

Christ). (vs 25) 

10. Then, seemingly without  

cause, he will come to his  

end! (vs 25)
