Please pray for our
health professionals and first responders. And pray for our members, our
churches and the local church leaders who have to interpret all these
facts and make the difficult choices on the local level."

2.We can all check in on the elderly - If not through organized
efforts in your local church, at least through your personal contacts, stay
in touch with senior citizens. The situation is particularly delicate for
this age group, but we are living in a time with a wide variety
of ways to stay connected—even if we are not physically next
to each other. "Even in these uncertain times we urge all our
members to stay connected with family, friends,
and church members through phone calls, texts,
emails, social media, etc. We can encourage and
support one another through these avenues
of communication — and through prayer," (NAD's Press
Release, March 13, 2020).
