Academic Calendar

The College operates on a semester system in Bronxville and in
several international programs offered by the College. The calendar
consists of two semesters within the academic year. The Sarah
Lawrence College Program in Oxford operates on a trimester system
with three semesters during the academic year. The Center for
Continuing Education, International Programs, and the Division of
Graduate Studies offer courses and special programs during the
summer.

Credits and the Seminar/Conference System

A minimum of 120 credits is required for the Bachelor of Arts
degree. A full-time student takes 30 credits during the academic
year, 15 each semester, or 10 each trimester. Most courses are
taught in small seminars. In addition to the required work for the
seminar, each student has a bi-weekly conference with the teacher
of the course, out of which evolves an individual project or series of
projects that is related to but distinct from the work for the seminar.
Beginning in 2014-15, the conference title, approved and submitted
by the course instructor, is displayed on the transcript below the
course title. Most graduate courses, lecture courses, component
courses, and beginning language courses do not involve individual
conference work, and so will not display conference titles. In this
system a student takes three courses a semester, each for five (5)
credits. Many of our courses are year-long and are offered for ten
(10) credits for the year. Students may receive reduced credit for a
course if they have any work missing at the end of the term. When
credit is reduced, the highest grade permitted is “B+”. Independent
Study, Conference Courses, and Fieldwork may be taken for five or
fewer credits, depending upon the time and work involved. Courses
in the performing arts (theatre, music, dance) are comprised of
multiple component classes listed on the transcript below the
program course title. Graduate courses are offered for a variety of
credit values.

In addition to grades, students receive a narrative evaluation for
each course taken. Students may request to have any or all of these
written reports sent with their transcripts.

UNo grades are given for the first semester of a year-long course.
