So  , He
approached the owner to ascertain the cost. The owner recognized this master merchant. He knew

52 pallets of diapers were received through the National
Diaper Bank. The cost of these diapers was about 2 cents per diaper. For a box of, say 100 diapers, that
is a cost of about $2.00 per box.
