Work Scholarship Opportunities

This school year we have several areas where students can work their way through school.
These work areas include the ASSIST inter-generational ministry work program, various campus
jobs such as the ABC, cafeteria, janitorial, residence hall workers and student readers, or for
those 16 years old and older in the DaVita Foods bakery that is adjacent to main campus.

With the ASSIST program, 70 % of the cost is funded through a grant from Southern Adventist
University and 30% is raised through donations of alumni and friends. At graduation, those who
have been involved in ASSIST are also eligible to receive a scholarship from SAU.

In the other campus work areas, students receive an hourly wage depending on their age and
responsibility. One way we can help raise the hourly wage is by donors who remember what it is
like to work their way through school and increase the per hour wage for workers by donating
funds via the work scholarship fund program.
