e Resist the temptation to numb yourself with
mindless entertainment. | won't define this for
you—I trust that you already know what is
unprofitable.

e Resist the temptation to blame others or dismiss the
challenges they're facing. Humility goes a long way
relationally. We're all trying to figure things out best
on the best information available.

e Pray, pray, pray. Use this time to pray for unreached
peoples (in Rockford and everywhere else).

e GCive thanks and then journal what God brings to
mind. Know that during this season of uncertainty,
God is working out a testimony of His faithfulness to
His promises.
