(EACSM), to provide a Food Pantry and Health Ministries — all to God’s glory, by spreading
the message of His love and grace through Service, to our town and surrounding
communities.

Eagle Adventist Community Services Ministry (EACSM)

Nikko and David have been praying for EACSM and thinking of something we can do as soon as possible to
get our name out to the community. One morning last week Nikko was impressed to start a Grief Support
and Recovery Program. This ministry can be started right now, here in our church. It will provide comfort,
support and healing for a n person who has suffered the loss of a loved one. Their loss may have been
recent, or in the past, and yet many are still hurting years after their loss.

This Grief Support & Recovery group is a structured 12 week program for persons who have ever
experienced loss of loved one/s through death. The first session will start in September 24, 2018, here in the
fellowship room, on Tuesdays from 6:30 — 8:30 PM.

The group will be facilitated by Nikko Hess, RN, BSN, PHN, CEOLT. She has 35 years of extensive experience
as a Hospice and Home Health Care Administrator/Director. She has been instrumental in establishing End

of Life Care and hospice services and Bereavement Care programs. Nikko has had personal experience with
loss and grief. She has co-facilitated Bereavement Support Groups throughout her career.

About Eagle Adventist Community Services Ministry ......

The Eagle Adventist Church is launching the Eagle Adventist Community Services Ministry (EACSM) - A service to
the community to help in many ways:

1 First, is addressing the hunger hidden behind many of our beautiful homes - we are developing a Food Pantry -
to help meet the needs of poor, single-parent families, children, and, the elderly.

1 Another part of the EACSM is its Health Ministries: which will be providing Diabetes education — with an
emphasis on preventing and reversing Diabetes (Grundy Reversing Diabetes Seminars™). Sept. 18, 5-8pm
at the Eagle Public Library.

1 And still another Ministry is: a grief support and recovery program. A 12 week program for persons who have ever
experienced the loss of a loved one. Sept. 24, 6:30—8pm here at the Eagle SDA Church.

1 And, yet, still another: a depression recovery program (Nedley Depression and Anxiety Recovery Program™)
1 These will be regular, ongoing programs of EACSM.
