Racing boots are an integral part of Dalbello’s portfolio, and for the 2020/21 season the Italian ski boot specialist introduces eight new models, taking the DRS series to a new level. With their narrower lasts, precise fit systems developed with athletes, and a wide range of customizing options, the updated DRS models are more suited to racing performance than ever. With an impressive win in Soelden, mega star Alice Robinson put the DRS from Dalbello to the test, and promptly won the first World Cup race of the season.  
DRS Stands for Dalbello Racing System. For the 20/21 season, the ski boot manufacturer from Asolo, Italy has completely revamped its World Cup models and the top models of the more consumer-friendly version of the DRS, taking them to new heights in terms of fit and performance. The DRS WC H, DRS WC M, DRS WC S, DRS WC SS and DRS WC XS models now have a last width of 92 mm instead of 93 mm, and are even more compact and energetic as a result. What’s more, the World Cup model of the DRS is now available in a completely new size: 28.5. Instead of taking a sample size and scaling the shell up or down, Dalbello has specifically designed and manufactured each individual size with athlete input. At the same time, a new liner with a new tongue, cuffs specially adapted to each shell size, a snug fit and new buckles provide greater strength and support on the course as well as greater convenience. Numerous customizing options give top athletes the opportunity to dial in the boots to suit their specific needs. Alice Robinson, Dalbello’s young star and a DRS fan, was intensively involved in the development of the new DRS and wore the latest version for the first World Cup race of the season. A newcomer at the season opener in Sölden at just 17 years of age, she powered her way into first place. 
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In addition to the World Cup models, the DRS 140, DRS 130 and DRS 110 have also been fully revised for the 20/21 season. With a last width of 97 mm instead of 98 mm, they offer a race-style fit, greater precision and higher power transmission. The last for the three revised models is based on the DRS World Cup version, which means they have the same kind of high energy feel with slightly greater comfort. As on the World Cup model, a new liner and new buckles provide greater rigidity, support, versatility and fine-tuning options. The new tongue is adjustable and enables the foot to slip easily out of the boot. Thanks to their ergonomic design and flatter profile, the modified buckles give the boots an extra boost. New GripWalk lifters are available for the new DRS models to provide optimum power transmission and easy walking on slippery or uneven surfaces. In keeping with the high-performance nature of the boots, they are thinner than conventional GripWalk soles, making them an industry first.
