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Absinthe, Caesars Palace
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Absinthe is an adult-only circus show that combines a number of thrilling - and strange - acts. These range from burlesque shows to crude humor, acrobatics and more. 

The show has been collecting rave reviews since it opened in 2011. HuffPost even called it the greatest show on Earth. 

Absinthe is played in the Spiegeltent outside Caesars Palace. This small setting makes the acts, especially those doing stunts, even more exciting. In between acts, host Gazillionaire makes lewd and offensive jokes that may not be to the taste of everyone.

KÀ by Cirque du Soleil, MGM Grand

What makes KÀ standout is the incredible stage which, thanks to hydraulics, lifts and turns 360 degrees. Add to this incredible props and costumes, and it's not hard to see why KÀ has been a fan favorite for years.

These performers must excel in both acrobatics and aquatics as water-based performances, including dives and dance routines, form a large part of the show.
