Lori attended Webster High School, graduating in 1978.
She continued her education by attending Huron
College, graduating in 1982 with a Bachelor's Degree.
During her time at Huron College she worked summers
at the Pickerel Lake State Park; she really enjoyed her
time working there and remembered those days with a
smile on her face. She taught in New Effington and
Howard, South Dakota. She then moved and taught at
the Willmar (Minnesota) Community Christian School for
two years. At that time she moved to Waconia,
Minnesota and taught there for a year. She then
attended Moorhead State University, graduating in
August, 1994 with a Bachelor of Science degree. She
then moved to Marshall, Minnesota and began to teach
at Russell Tyler Ruthton School. While living in Marshall,
she met Jeff Biever and on August 7, 1999, Lori married
the love of her life at the American Lutheran Church in
Webster, South Dakota.
