reetings to our dear parents and church family! We are praising God for the recent successes from our 

collective fundraising efforts.  His work is clearly shown through your efforts and the blessings he showers 

on us during these projects. We made $1,776 from our recent two days of parking lot sales and $1,220 

from parentõs efforts to raise money to purchase new chairs for the classrooms. Our chairs were delivered 

on February 19th and all the kids helped get them into placeéthe classrooms look great!  We so much appreciate every-

oneõs help on these projects. 

 

The next fundraiser we have planned is the Little Caesarõs, which runs March 1-15th with delivery of orders on April 3rd. 

 Last year was our first with this fundraiser and we received great reviews and made $500.   Many parents took their or-

der sheets to work and easily filled orders there. The feedback was that these frozen pizzas were better than the in-store 

purchases.  This year we start off with a $100 bonus just for being repeat customers. 

 

Earlier in February, our school had a special guest, Dr. Lori Barretta from Las Tablas Veterinary Clinic.  She did an ex-

am on Joy Chalkerõs dog, Nico, so students could see her in action. It was a wonderful 

visit with the students asking thoughtful questions.  We have several students who are 

interested in a career in animal science. At the end of the presentation the students pre-

sented Dr. Barretta with a huge basket of towels from our thrift store for use in their hos-

pital.   Also, the students in the sewing class made fleece 

sacks to hold heating discs for sick animals that need to be 

kept warm. The sacks are also used to slip on an animalõs 

feet to keep them warm during surgery. The sacks had a tag 

sewn into the seam that said, òHandmade by the students of 

Templeton Hills Adventist School.ó  How special is that? 

Thank you Joy B. and Peggy for coordinating this helpful project. Dr. Barretta has offered 

to have the students take a tour of her clinic, which we will definitely do. 

 

Most of our home and school time has been spent with these fundraisers and planning field trips for the kids.  We have 

three coming soon: Camp Roberts Historical Museum on Feb 28th and Cal Poly and Morro Bay Natural History Muse-

um, dates to be determined.  On Feb 26th at 1 pm, Gary McMaster, the curator of the Camp Roberts Museum, will be 

visiting our school to speak with the kids, show a movie and answer questions regarding the history of Camp Roberts. 

 If you have any family history or personal military experiences to share with your kids leading up to these dates, please 

do. Also jotting down a couple of questions for your kids to ask during the speakerõs time at our school would make the 

visit more meaningful. 

 

During the Camp Roberts visit we have the opportunity to spend time in the exhibits, climb around on the tanks and 

helicopters (de-commissioned) and then join the soldiers on base for a buffet style lunch at the mess hall.  The cost is 

$5.00 and includes main dish, salads, drinks and desserts. 

 

We are looking forward to joining the kids on this trip and we hope you do too! The plan is to arrive at the museum at 9 

am, leaving the school at 8:45  Drivers will need driverõs license, vehicle insurance and registration to show at the gate 

and all adults need valid ID.
