CityStudioSTL Community Guests Small Grants 

Grant Purpose
Community Guests Small Grants [CGSG] provide a small honorarium to compensate community members acting as co-educators in Sam Fox School courses or studios for their time and energy. CGSG funds seek to encourage more equitable engagement with the St. Louis community, and to bring perspectives from community leaders, those with lived experience, and local organizations into the classroom and studio. 

Guests who visit class to give a presentation, share stories, or participate in a review are eligible. Guests must come from the St. Louis region. The Guest’s purpose in class should tie to a relevant St. Louis issue or concept. Guests can be individual residents or be affiliated with an organization. CGSG funds are available to all faculty in the Sam Fox School for courses offered within the Sam Fox School. Individual faculty are eligible for up to $500 per semester.  
For the health and safety of all guests and course participants, it is strongly encouraged guests only interact with courses remotely or in outdoor, distanced settings. If a guest is participating in-person and on campus, they must follow all Danforth Campus visitor protocols. 

Guest Eligibility 

Faculty must name any potential guests they would intend to compensate through CGSG funds in their grant application, even if they have yet to confirm the guest’s participation in the course. 
· All guests must come from the St. Louis region. Region may be broadly defined; please include details in your description of the Guest’s role. 
· The honorarium rate is $50/hour for community guests. 
· Guests may not be full-time employees of the University. 
· Recipients must be US citizens with valid social security numbers or an organization with a valid EIN. The transaction is taxable and reportable in the US. Recipients must provide a valid W9 to receive funds. 
· Faculty members are responsible for ensuring that guests have provided all necessary documentation before funds are distributed. 
· Funds will be issued after the Guest has completed their participation. 
· If you are concerned about if your proposed Guest meets these criteria, please contact Liz Kramer (kramer@wustl.edu).  
We particularly encourage invitations that will bring diverse and/or underrepresented speakers, voices, and perspectives into the classroom, including those representing diverse racial, socioeconomic, and gender perspectives.  

Faculty Eligibility 

CGSG funds are available to all faculty in the Sam Fox School for courses offered within the Sam Fox School. 
Additional eligibility details for faculty who have received a CityStudioSTL Course Grant or Studio Grant: 

· Faculty who have received a CityStudioSTL Course Grant or Studio Grant are eligible to apply for CGSG funds to support a different course they are teaching, even if it’s in the same semester. 

· Faculty who have received a CityStudioSTL Course Grant or Studio Grant will not be eligible to use CGSG funds for that same course or studio—it is recommended that Course or Studio Grants include honorarium for community guests. 
Application Review Criteria
Applications will be reviewed for relevance to learning objectives, potential impact of Guest’s participation, and opportunity to add diverse experiences, voices, and perspectives to the classroom. 

Grant Timing
These grants are approved on a rolling basis. We recommend applying as early as possible, but grants can be approved up to 2 weeks prior to a Guest’s visit. Faculty may submit multiple applications in one semester. Return completed applications to Liz Kramer (kramer@wustl.edu).
