Cuskelly has had a mixed start to 2019, reaching the quarter finals of the Motor City Open (colliding with Diego Elias in the first 
point of the match and eventually having to retire trailing 7-11 9-11) and the second round of the Tournament of Champions in 
New York (beaten by Germany's Simon Rosner 4-11 8-11 9-11).
