A Message of Encouragement

“Judge - to form an opinion of; decide upon; settle; to infer, think, hold as an opinion.”

Jesus knew what constituted sin. He loved the person and looked on them with loving
kindness but did not cover up the fact they were sinning. To the women caught in adultery he
said” Who condemns thee?”” She answered, “No one, Sir.” Jesus answered, “Then neither
do I. Go and leave your life of sin.” (John: 8:10-11). Jesus judged. He thought; decided
upon; held a settled opinion. He, through prayer and time with God in study, learned from
His youth that certain attitudes and acts are against God’s Law of Love (see Exodus 20).
These hurtful attitudes and or acts are called sins in Biblical language. Sins work against the
God’s perfect, others centered and eternal law of love. We are to recognize and name the sin,
in all humility, when needed. We are to be willing to work with the Holy Spirit to restore the
sinner in the Love of God. In the above story, Jesus was making the point that we are all
sinners and are not in a position to make decisions about eternal condemnation. However, He
recognizes sin and strongly recommends that we stop sinning. God says humans are not to
“judge about eternal destinations” We are not to decide on who will or will not receive
eternal life or eternal death. That is up to God. God calls us to pray, to think, to decide, to
decipher — to judge (decide and then resolve) about what He has made us responsible for.
(1 Corinthians 6:3 ”Don't you realize that we will judge angels? So you should surely be able
to resolve ordinary disputes in this life.””) We are created in His image and thus are to know
what sin is. Yet we are not God. We are not in a position to decide who, ultimately, God will
see as savable. (Psalm 75:1¢...but it is God who executes judgment...)” We are not allowed
to, and are not responsible for, making the final decision, (judging eternally) regarding a
person’s eternal destiny. Thank God, we have an accountable, merciful, all-knowing God
who takes this burden to Himself and sets us of free to simply help Him with His Ministry of
Reconciliation as He calls us and wherever we find ourselves.
