ROANOKE SEVENTH-DAY ADVENTIST CHURCH 
POLICY REGARDING SCHEDULING WORSHIP SPEAKERS 

 

The scheduling of speakers and special worship services is the responsibility of 
the Board of Elders. One elder is chosen from the Board of Elders to be 
responsible for scheduling speakers and special worship services. This 
Scheduling Elder receives input and guidance from the Board of Elders, the 
pastor and other ministry leaders.  
 

The following are the guidelines for scheduling speakers and special worship 
services:  
 

1. The first and third Sabbaths of each month should be reserved for the Pastor 
currently serving the Roanoke SDA Church to present the message during 
worship services.  
 

2. Initial requests from Ministry Leaders for guest speakers or specially 
designated services should be made at least three months in advance of the 
date being considered.  
 

3. Scheduling of "special" services such as Christmas, Women's Ministry Day, 
Education Sabbath, etc., should not be on consecutive Sabbaths but should be 
spread throughout the year.  
 

4. A schedule of speakers should be regularly shared with the Communications 
Team and with the Worship Team for communication and worship planning 
purposes.
