1. Start a Facebook 
Group

building.

These days, just having a Facebook page 
for your church is not enough.

Online Evangelism is not about building a 
larger following but making disciples for 
Jesus and building the body of Christ.



To Create a 
Group:

Click
Click Create in the top 
right of Facebook and 
select Group.

Enter

Enter your group name, 
add group members and 
then choose the privacy 
setting for your group.

Click Click Create.

Personalize

Personalize your group 
by uploading a cover 
photo and adding a 
description.

2. Launch an Online 
Video Group



Your church can use video conferencing 

apps such as Zoom to create online 

meetings. 

If visitors to your website or social media 

page are interested in studying the Bible 

or joining a support group, but are not 

physically able to attend your church, an 

online meeting can help bridge this gap.

3. Go Live on Facebook



The Live Button

Most churches use the live button when Divine Service is 
about to begin, but there are countless other creatives 
ways to use the live button.

Remember, social media is NOT broadcast media. When 
youõre broadcasting, you send the message out without 
creating an avenue for your audience to respond.

Before you click ôGo Liveõ, think of ways you can engage 
with your viewers.



Here are some 
creative things 

you can do when 
going live:

Give viewers a behind-the-scenes look at what happens 
before the service begins

Shadow your church pastor for a day  

Host a Church Q&A

Answer comments from your churchõs page

Pray for requests

Answer Bible questions

Interview church members



At the end of your live stream, invite your 

viewers into a deeper study of the Word, 

to seek Jesus Christ, and to visit a nearby 

Adventist church.



4. Use Branded Graphics.



The following samples give an idea of the kinds of graphics your church can 
create for social media.

These posts can easily be shared with others.

Remember to include the name and logo of your church to raise awareness.

You can also create graphics with quotes and scriptures.

Use Bible verses.
